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The Eighth Last Word from the Cross 

 
 If you grew up in the church going to Good Friday Services, you know there were 
SEVEN last words.  Even then, that’s a composite from multiple gospel accounts.  And think 
about it: how did any even hear those last words, some barely whispered, a few with head facing 
heavenward?  The gospel record probably resulted from dozens of eyewitnesses sharing their 
stories with one another, which worked their way into the gospels a generation later. 
 
 I’m going to guess, based on a lifetime’s study of this man, that there was an EIGHTH 
last word from the cross which was not reported, because it was heard only by God.  I also base 
this notion on the opportunities I have had to be with people of faith at their life’s end.  I 
particularly remember one woman who wrote her own obituary, in the first person, where she 
wrote about what was important to her and what she wanted people to remember.  The last words 
of her obituary concluded, “Thank you God and all.  Connie.” 
 
 Those are the sentiments of many people of faith in their final moments: gratitude.  
That’s what I would guess was Jesus’ eighth word from the cross.  He would have said, “Thank 
you God and all.”   
 
 That’s what I hope will be my final heart’s response, to say “Thank you.”   May you and 
I live so that it’s not just our final word, but our everyday word, spoken as feet hit the floor in the 
morning and as they tuck in at night.

Sunday, January 28, 2007 
 

Moderator, Angelo Mendillo, called the meeting to order at 10:55 AM. A quorum was declared with over 56 
members attending. 
 
INFORMATION DISTRIBUTED: Agenda for Annual meeting;  Minutes for Quarterly Meeting, 10-22-06; 
January 2007 Annual meeting KCC Treasurer’s Report; KCC Treasurer’s Report for January, 2006 through 
December, 2006; KCC 2007 Budget; Welcome Statement; Safe Church Policy Summary Statement, 1-28-07; 
and, KCC Annual Report 2006 including Ballot for 2007. 
 
ADOPTION OF AGENDA        
 Moved by A. Mendillo, Seconded and Passed, (M/S/P), to accept the Agenda for today’s meeting reversing 
the order of items number 3 and 4. 

 
TREASURER’S REPORT         BEN SMITH 
Expenses have been controlled making a surplus of ca. $10,00-15,000 possible.  These figures may change but 
there will be a surplus. The $20,000 roof repair was paid for by $13,000 donated to the roof fund and the 
balance taken from building and grounds maintenance funds which were under-spent.  No money was taken 
from the endowment.  The endowment balance is $1,200,000.  Ben asked if there were questions about the 
Fund Raisers Income line item.  There were none. 
M/S/P to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF QUARTERLY MEETING OCTOBER 22, 2006                                 
M/S/P to accept the minutes of the KCC Quarterly Meeting, October 22, 2006 as presented. 

 
STEWARDSHIP COMMITTEE REPORT         KEN KERMES 
Ken thanked the Stewardship Committee and welcomed the new committee members Carolyn Henn and 
Michael Shea.  He noted that in the Treasurer’s report for January-December, 2006 the YTD 2006 pledge total 
is $269,289.  For 2007 we now have pledges of $253,000 in hand and total pledges may reach $270,000.  We 
have experienced a slide in the number of pledge units over the last 2-3 years from a three year average of 225 
to 183 so far this year.  It is hoped that the total number of pledge units for 2007 will reach 190.  Ken asked, 
“How do we address the decline?” and thanked the congregation for their support. 

�

DISCUSSION AND ADOPTION OF A 2007 BUDGET         RICHARD SHAW 
It was moved by P. Schubert and seconded  to adopt the 2007 KCC Budget.  Discussion followed.  R. Shaw 
explained the budget process and identified the changes that the Trustees made to the proposed budget, 
presented to the congregation in October, in order to present, today, a balanced budget based on 2007 pledge 
income.  Mark Tortolani presented ideas for fund raiser plans including a Silent Auction and Christmas Bazaar.  
Other suggestions were the sale of furniture, dishes, etc., and use of eBay.  Concerns were raised about Pulpit 
Supply, the Sunday school rooms being cool, whether we have an accurate count of the number of members we 
have, why the number of pledge units is down and do we do exit interviews. The Pulpit Supply money, $3000, 
will cover pulpit supply during John’s sabbatical this summer.  The Deacons review the membership lists. 
Pastor Zehring stated that�we do not give exit interviews.  Some people do indicate why they are leaving and 
there are others who leave without our knowing why.   
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NOMINATING COMMITTEE REPORT:  ELECTION         SUE KERMES 
Sue presented the Ballot for 2007.  She noted that the committee sought to include new people and expressed 
appreciation to all who said yes.  There were no additional nominations from the floor. 
 M/S/P to accept the 2007 Ballot as presented.  
 
PRESIDENT’S REPORT         PAUL SCHUBERT 
Paul recognized and thanked Council members, our Staff and Pastor Zehring.  He expressed appreciation for the 
comfort level he experienced at Council meetings and for the opportunity he had to learn and grow.  He then  
welcomed Marc Ferrelli, the incoming president, offered to help with the transition and stated that in 2007 he 
will help with the Strategic Planning ad hoc committee.  The moderator then thanked Paul for his service.  

 
OLD BUSINESS There was no old business 
�

NEW BUSINESS          SAFE CHURCH POLICY   and   WELCOME STATEMENT 
1.  The Safe Church Policy, approved by Council on November 29, 2006, was presented as an informational 
item and attention was brought to the one page summary in the handouts.  There are copies of the policy in the 
church office and on the KCC website.  D. Findlay expressed her interest and experience in writing such 
policies and asked if the congregation would get to vote on this policy.  The answer  was that, since a 
congregational vote is not necessary, suggested changes should be brought to the chair of the Board of Christian 
Education.     
 
2.  The Welcome Statement, approved by Council on August 23, 2006, was presented, at the request of Council, 
for a congregational vote of approval.  A motion was made by Paul Schubert and seconded by Jacque Piez that 
the congregation approve the Welcome Statement as presented in today’s package.  Jim Findlay asked what is 
going to be done with the statement.  Paul referred to the note at the bottom of the Agenda stating where the 
policy might be used:  the internet, the wall in the front vestibule of the church, and the cover of the KCC 
Annual Report.  Paul  said the statement could also be in the Bulletin and that the intent is to get the word out to 
the community.  Ken Kermes asked Pastor Zehring to give us his perspective on what the statement means.  
John answered that churches have a wide range of what they require for membership, for example, some 
churches require a vote of the members.  He noted that we are on the other end of the spectrum.  YOU means 
you. 
M/S/P to approve the Welcome Statement as presented. 
 
CLOSING PRAYER AND ADJOURNMENT 
The Moderator thanked Shirley Schock, Jim Ross, Paul Schubert, Richard Shaw and Martha Hartman 
for their assistance in preparing materials for congregational meetings and noted that copies of the 2007 
Budget were available two weeks before the meeting as promised.  Doris Findlay thanked Angelo on 
behalf of the congregation for his dedicated work as Moderator. 
 
 M/S/P to adjourn.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:50 PM with a closing prayer led by Pastor Zehring

Investment Committee 
 

Since the Church’s Endowment was mentioned at the Planned Giving Workshop held after church 
Sunday February 25, 2007 and in John’s February Spire letter, I thought it would be helpful to provide some 
insight into the KCC Endowment Fund.  

  
The Endowment is meant to exist in perpetuity with periodic payments, usually semiannual, for support 

of the Church and its programs, while maintaining or increasing the purchasing power of the Fund’s assets.  The 
Endowment funds are managed by the Investment Committee, which reports its activities to the Board of 
Trustees on an annual basis.  In addition, the Chairman of the Board of Trustees is a member of the Investment 
Committee and attends all meetings.  The Investment Committee is a standing committee of the Church and is 
composed of approximately eight members who have a diverse mix of professional and private investment 
experience.   

 
Management of the Endowment follows a “prudent investor” philosophy.  To keep management costs 

low the Endowment portfolio is held at The Vanguard Group and is invested in low cost Vanguard index mutual 
funds or ETFs (exchange traded funds).  The funds are balanced across the three major asset classes: stocks, 
bonds and money market funds.  In addition, the funds are diversified within the stock and bond asset classes.  
Large company, small company and international stocks along with REITs (commercial real estate) are held in 
the stock allocation and a variety of bonds, predominately treasuries are held in the bond allocation.  In order to 
maintain or increase the purchasing power of the Endowment, 5% of the trailing 3-year average value of the 
Endowment is recommended for distribution to the Church’s budget each year. 

 
 Taking the previous considerations into account and adjusting for gifts, bequests and a 5% annual rate of 
distribution, the KCC Endowment has had a very satisfactory return over the past 17 years, December 31, 1989 
through December 31, 2006. Over that 17 year time period the Endowment returned a 10.0% annual rate of 
return versus 9.5% for a balanced index of 60% stocks/40% bonds.  Since viewing things on a percentage basis 
can sometimes be a rather sterile process and percentages don’t pay the bills, it may be more informative to 
view the return from a different perspective.  On 12/31/89 the portfolio had a value of  $268,000 and over the 
next 17 years the Endowment received gifts and bequests of  $361,000 for a total of $629,000.  Over that same 
17-year time period distributions in the amount of  $740,000 were made for support, $111,000 more than the 
starting value plus all of the additions. On 12/31/06 the Endowment had a value of $1,252,000, over four and on 
half times the starting value.  In 1990 the Endowment paid out $21,000 for support, in 2006 it paid out $54,000 
and in 2007 the plan is to distribute $57,000. 

 
  
 Hopefully this letter is enlightening and conveys not only the purpose, management and return of the 
Endowment but also the value it has added to the Church and it’s programs over the years. In addition, I would 
hope you view it as a growing perpetuity, in that a gift to the Endowment will benefit the Church now and well 
into the future.  We ask; if you are considering making a gift to the Church or including the Church in your will, 
please consider making the KCC Endowment Fund the benefactor.  Thank You.
