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 The Sunday before Easter is known as either Palm Sunday or Passion Sunday.  
Pastors get the choice to select one each year.  I alternate between the two.   
 
 Palm Sunday we know.  It is a parade, is it not?  A triumphal entry into 
Jerusalem?  Passion Sunday feels like it belongs to some other religious tradition.  Even 
the name befuddles us.  Passion usually means something else.  In this one case, it comes 
from one verse badly-translated and only in the King James Version, from Acts 1:3:  “To 
whom also he showed himself alive after his passion…”  In this rare one-time use, 
passion means suffering.  Therefore, Passion Sunday focuses on the suffering of Jesus.  
That’s gloomier than a palm-waving donkey-riding triumphal parade.   
 
 Who wants to focus on suffering?  … other than Mel Gibson, who did quite well 
by the movie The Passion of Christ.  After his movie, which hit box offices not-so-
coincidentally at Easter-time, a cartoon in the New Yorker magazine depicted filming the 
movie.  Studio lights illuminated Jesus on the cross, stage hands with buckets stood out-
of-sight below, as the megaphone-shouting director hollered “BLOOD… give me more 
blood!”   
 
 Yuk.  When I select Passion Sunday, people don’t like it.  There’s always a 
couple who are appalled:  How dare I spoil the mood and spirit of their spring-time 
celebration of new life, renewal, and the happy anticipation of the coming season!  I get 
their point.  After a long, cold winter of inclement weather, the anticipation of spring is 
cause for joy and celebration.  So is Easter, which gets easily intertwined with that same 
commemoration of the sprouting of spring.  Both spring and Easter remind us of the “re” 
words:  rebuild, renew, restore, refresh, reshape, recreate, reassure, rebirth, recover, 
redeem, rekindle, replenish, resurrection.  Spring and Easter both point to new life. 
 
 Lent reminds us of the cycle of life.  It is a time of reflection.  It’s purpose is to 
focus on penitence.  That’s not something Congregationalists are big on:  sorrow, regret, 
shame, confession, apology, remorse, atonement.  Many would just as soon avoid that 
part and skip right to the happy ending.    
 
 That is our loss.  Easter Sunday cannot be fully appreciated without experiencing 
Good Friday.  The cross – the symbol of our faith – must be a necessary part of the 
Christian journey.  Easter is not just a fable with a happy ending.  Suffering exists.  Evil 
is real.  Loss happens.  Denial is artificial.  The wonderful news “He is not here.  He has 
risen.” rings hollow and as a fairy-tail finale to those who have not wondered, in song, 
“Were you there when they crucified my Lord?”

 I too love the anticipation Spring.  Stand aside from seasonal commemoration for 
a moment and focus instead upon Easter.  My gut feeling is that we cannot fully grasp or 
appreciate the miracle of Easter without somehow feeling a twinge of the suffering of 
Jesus of Nazareth.  He suffered horribly.  In the final moments, might you and I have 
been among those who betrayed him or at least abandoned him?  How can we ever sense 
the grace of God if we do not sense our own possible imperfection of not being there 
when he needed us? 
 
 This year, immerse yourself in the penitence of Lent and the passion of Christ as 
you prepare for the greatest celebration for people of the Christian faith, sung in tribute as 
the Hallelujah chorus:  The Resurrection of Christ.

A Little History about our Sundial  
Samuel B. Jones, Jr. 1900 – 1961  

 
 As you know, the lovely sundial, stone patio and shrubbery located in the rear southwest yard of 
our church, was donated and constructed in memory of Samuel B. Jones.  Upon collecting research from 
family members: daughter Patience Ericson of Frenchtown, NJ, and son Charles of Warwick, RI, and 
grandson Sam Jones of Wisconsin; as well as our own Ralph Browning, who was Sam’s close friend; 
and Carolyn Henn who attended the Edgewood Congregational Church in Cranston with the Jones 
family, we now have some wonderful insight as to just who this fine gentleman was.  
 
 Sam was born in Palmyra, NJ.  After serving in the Marines in WW I, Sam worked in sales in the 
steel industry, becoming district manager in New England for Armco Steel.  Sam and his wife, Emma 
Kipp, had four children, three of whom graduated from URI, and one graduated from Williams College.  
He and his family lived in NJ, Marblehead, MA, and Edgewood, RI.  In 1955, he and Emma moved to 
their beloved country home in Exeter, just south of Route 102, and he was soon appointed to the Bd. Of 
Education in Exeter.  While living in South County, the family joined KCC.  Sam loved our church, his 
country, sailing, writing and painting. 
 
 In 1660, Sam became Chair of our Building Committee to construct Fellowship Hall, connecting 
our sanctuary to the Church House.  The Building Committee consisted of 7 members: Chair Sam, 
Ralph Browning, Elizabeth Wells, Fred Jennings, Bea Pelton, Alice Hope and David Curtis.  They 
worked hard, amidst some controversy over the large front window and “esthetics of design”.  Finally, 
the state and town Historical Commissions approved the plan, and Ralph as chief Estimator of Gilbane, 
got firm prices from all the subcontractors for heating, ventilation, electric, etc.  Gilbane’s bid was 
$135,000 to complete the job, which did include some repairs to the Fireplace Room and Coir Room.  
(The target had been $125,000.00.)  There was a church meeting called on July 16, 1960 to get an 
approval vote so the building permit could be obtained.  Sam was ill that evening, so Ralph conducted 
the meeting and got an OK.  Ralph remembers keeping the meeting brief, because his wife Charlotte 
was in labor delivering their son, Tom, and Ralph was anxious to get back to SCH. 

 
 Sam loved sundials and had one constructed at almost every one of his homes.  One day, Sam 
asked Ralph what he thought of having a sundial at KCC.  Ralph thought it would be a good idea, and 
assumed Sam was going to build one in our front courtyard upon completion of the Fellowship Hall.  
The Hall took 2 years to build, and while Sam was able to participate in the groundbreaking, he was 
very ill and did not live to see the Hall completed.  After his death, his wife Emma continued to be an 
active church member, and she became a housemother at Chi Omega Sorority at URI. 

 
 Grandson Sam Jones fondly remembers Grampa as being lots of fun.  At their Exeter home, 
which is still in the Jones family, Grampa dammed up their brook and made a big pond.  Next he put a 
grab bar on a pulley so the children could swing out over the pond.  We understand when Patience visits 
the homestead each summer, she has been known to come to KCC.  Patience was married in our church 
to John Ericson, so when she visits again, we’ll all be sure to give her a big welcome.  Charles Jones 
also plans to visit us in the near future, so how fortunate we are!
